St. Bridget arrived in Ireland a few years after St. Patrick. Her father was an Irish 
lord named Duptace.  As Bridget grew up, she became holier and more pious each 
day. She loved the poor and would often bring food and clothing to them. One day 
she gave away a whole pail of milk, and then began to worry about what her moth-
er would say. She prayed to the Lord to make up for what she had given away. 
When she got home, her pail was full! Bridget was a very pretty young girl, and her 
father thought that it was time for her to marry. She, however, had given herself 
entirely to God when she was very small, and she would not think of marrying any-
one. When she learned that her beauty was the reason for the attentions of so 
many young men, she prayed fervently to God to take it from her. She wanted to 
belong to Him alone. God granted her prayer. Seeing that his daughter was no 
longer pretty, her father gladly agreed when Bridget asked to become a Nun. She 
became the first Religious in Ireland and founded a convent so that other young 
girls might become Nuns. When she consecrated herself to God, a miracle hap-
pened. She became very beautiful again! Bridget made people think of the 
Blessed Mother because she was so pure and sweet, so lovely and gentle. They 
called her the "Mary of the Irish."

The Home as the First Church (1655 -1657) 
From the beginning, the Church was formed from believers "and their whole 
household." New believers wanted their family to be saved (Acts 18:8). 

In our modern world (often hostile to religion), religious families are ex-

tremely important centers of living faith. They are "domestic churches" in 

which the parents are the first heralds of faith (Second Vatican Council). In 

the home, father, mother, and children exercise their baptismal priesthood 

in a privileged way. The home is the first school of the Christian life where 

all learn love, repeated forgiveness, and prayerful worship. 

 

 

 

Single Persons (1658)  
Single persons (often not married by force of circumstances) are close to 

Jesus' heart. Some, are without a human family. Christian families and the 

Church must open their doors to them. "The Church is a home and family 

for everyone" (Second Vatican Council).

St. Mary Magdalene is one of the greatest saints of the Bible and a legendary example of God's mercy and 

grace. The precise dates of her birth and death are unknown, but we do know she was present with Christ 

during his public ministry, death and resurrection. She is mentioned at least a dozen times in the Gospels.  

Mary Magdalene has long been regarded as a prostitute or sexually immoral in western Christianity, but this 

is not supported in the scriptures. It is believed she was a Jewish woman who lived among Gentiles, living as 

they did. The Gospels agree that Mary was originally a great sinner. Jesus cast seven demons out of her 

when he met her. After this, she told several women she associated with and these women also became 

followers.  There is also debate over if Mary Magdalene is the same unnamed women, a sinner, who weeps 

and washes Jesus' feet with her hair in the Gospel of John. Scholars are skeptical this is the same person.  

Despite the scholarly dispute over her background, what she did in her subsequent life, after meeting Jesus, 

is much more significant. She was certainly a sinner whom Jesus saved, giving us an exam-

ple of how no person is beyond the saving grace of God.   

 
During Jesus' ministry, it is believed that Mary Magdalene followed him, part of a semi-permanent entourage who 

served Jesus and his Disciples.  Mary likely watched the crucifixion from a distance along with the other women 

who followed Christ during His ministry. Mary was present when Christ rose from the dead, visiting his tomb to 

anoint his body only to find the stone rolled away and Christ, very much alive, sitting at the place they laid Him. She 

was the first witness to His resurrection.  After the death of Christ, a legend states that she remained among the 

early Christians. After fourteen years, she was allegedly put into a boat by Jews, along with several other saints of 

the early Church, and set adrift without sails or oars. The boat landed in southern France, where she spent the re-

maining years of her life living in solitude, in a cave.   

 

St. Mary Magdalene's feast day is July 22. She is the patroness of converts, repentant sinners, sexual temptation, pharmacists, tan-

ners and women, and many other places and causes.
