In the Gospel, Jesus describes Himself as the Good Shepherd, an
image we know and love here at JGS. He says that the s]ileep hear
His voice, recognize it, and follow Him. That image is beautiful—
but it is also very personal. A shepherd in the ancient world did
not drive sheep from behind. He walked ahead of them. He called
them. And they followed because they trusted him.

That is how Jesus leads us. He does not force. He does not push.
He calls.

And the great question for each of us is simple: Do I recognize His
i e?
voice?

We live in a noisy world. Phones buzz. News alerts flash. Opinions
multiply. Schedules fill up. It can be hard to hear anything clearly,
especially the quiet voice of the Lord speaking in our hearts. Yet
His voice is there.

You may hear it in a moment of conscience when you know you
should apologize. You may hear it when you feel the urge to help
someone in need. You may hear it when you sense a gentle
invitation to pray, to come back to Mass, or to speng a few
minutes in sill;ncfe before the Blessed Sacrament. That is not
coincidence. That is the Shepherd calling your name. And here is
the beautiful part: you are not replaceable to Him.

The world often treats people as interchangeable. If one person
leaves, another takes their place. But not with Jesus. There is
something only you can give Him: your love, your faith, your
crust. No one else can do that for you. He calls each of us by name
because each of us matters. ’

Here at Jesus the Good Shepherd Parish, we see this every day.
We see it in parents bringing their children to Mass. We see it in
volunteers serving at Fish Fries, teaching in classrooms, visiting
the sick, or quietly praying in the pews. Each person responding
to the Lord’s voice Eelfns build up the whole community. That is

how the Church grows, not by pressure, but by love.

So this week, take a moment to listen. Step into the church. Sit
guietl_\,n Speak to the Lord from your heart. It does not take long.
ometimes just a few simple words are enough: “Jesus, I trust in

You.”

Because the Good Shepherd is still calling. And He is calling you.

Anyone who alleges they were abused and believes the Diocese, or persons afTiliated with the
Diocese, may be responsible for the abuse must file a claim. This includes abuse in connection
with any entity or activity associated with the Diocese, including schools, orphanages, parishes, or
Catholic Charities. A list of such entities associated with the Diocese is available on the website
or by calling the toll-free number listed below. If you have an abuse claim against any entity on
that list, you may have a claim against the Diocese. Only the Diocese is in bankruptcy. 1f you have
a claim against any entity on that list, you must take additional legal action to preserve and pursue
your rights.

When and How Should I File a Putative Abuse Survivor Claim?

You should file a claim using the Putative Abuse Survivor Proof of Claim so that it is received by
June 8, 2026. If you do not file a timely Putative Abuse Survivor Claim, you may lose rights
against the Diocese, including any right to compensation.
