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The Hunger Beneath the Noise it Heant
Dear Friends: F(:nd« Rest

There are certain hungers in life that people do not fully understand at
first. A hunger for meaning. A hunger for peace. A hunger for
belonging. A hunger for God. And many people today — especially
young a; ults — are beginning to feel chose hungers again.

We live in one of the most technologically advanced moments in
human history. We have constant entertainment, unlimiced
information, and endless distraction. Yet beneath all of it, many people
remain restless, including people of Ouachita Parish.

Loneliness is rising. Anxiety is widespread. Attention spans are
shrinking. People are exhausted by noise, outrage, superficiality, and
the pressure to constantly perform online. Many quietl sense that
something essential is missing. And so they begin searchin . Sometimes
through podcasts, politics, fitness, travel, success, relations ips, or
vague spirituality. Others begin asking deeper questions they never
expected to ask:

e What is the purpose of my life?

e Why do I still feel empty after getting what I wanted?

e Does God exist?

e Can anythin truly satisfy the human heart?
And perhaps without even realizing it, many are actually hungering for
the Eucharist.

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus says: “I am the living bread come down
from heaven.” He does not offer merely advice or inspiration. He offers
Himself. And Whend]esus speaks about iving His Body and Blood as
true food and true drink, many of His f%llowers walk away. The
teaching sounded too radical, too difficult, too literal. But Jesus did not
soften His words.

Because the Eucharist is not merelyﬂvmbol.
It is Christ Himself — truly present.

This is Why Christ in the Bucharist has transformed lives for 2,000
years. It is Why saints were willing to die rather than abandon ic. It is
Why; Catholic churches quietly hold something infinitely greater than

architecture or tradition alone.
They hold a Presence.
One of the remarkable things happening today is that many young

people are rediscovering this reality. In an age of distraction,
Eucharistic Adoration is drawing people precisely because it is silent,

serious, reverent, and real.

There is something powerful about entering a quiet chapel and
realizing you are not alone. That your life is not accidental. That God
knows you. That Christ is truly present.

St. Augustine once wrote:
“You have made us for Yourself, O Lord, and our hearts are restless
until they rest in You.”

Much of modern life is an attempt to quiet that restlessness without
surrendering to God. But eventually many people discover that nothing
finite can satisfy an infinite longing.

Perhaps that is why so many today are
beginning to hunger again.
